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PRESIDENTS MESSAGE 

 
 

I’d like to welcome all our members, new and long standing to another exciting 
season at Associates.  The newly elected Committee has already gone into 
overdrive in the few short weeks since the AGM and taken on the tasks with 
great enthusiasm. There have been several changes in the off season and I will 
briefly outline their effects. 
 
GRASS BANKS: Over summer the southern end of Allen Park was landscaped 
to form a contoured grass bank.  It looks like it’s been there forever and it is 
difficult to remember what it looked like before the undergrowth was cut back and 
truck loads of soil brought in.  This should alleviate some of the overcrowding on 
the verandah and in front of the change rooms.

On these occasions we will have all seven teams playing at Allen Park 
and I anticipate that these will be vibrant and exciting days at the Clubhouse and 
look forward to your participation and enthusiasm in supporting all the grades.
